With the Apostolic Letter "Aperuit illis", Pope Francis established that "the Third Sunday of Ordinary Time is dedicated to 
the celebration, reflection and dissemination of the Word of God". The evangelist Matthew puts us before the generative 
message of the Gospel. The good news is not "convert", the new and powerful word is in that small term "it is near": the 
kingdom is near, and not far away; heaven is near and not lost; God is near, He is here, and not beyond the stars.            
Convert yourselves then means: be aware! Turn to the light, for the light is already here. The beautiful news is this: God 
is at work, here between the hills and the lake, on the streets of Capernaum and Bethsaida, to heal the sadness and 
heartlessness of the world. And every road in the world is Galilee. Instead, we walk distracted and trample on treasures, 
we pass by jewels and we don't notice it. Matthew's Gospel speaks of the "kingdom of heaven", which is like saying 
"kingdom of God": and it is the earth as God dreams it; the project of a new architecture of the world and of human             
relationships; a story finally free from deceit and violence; a light inside, a force that penetrates the secret plot of history, 
that circulates in things, that doesn't stay still, that pushes upwards, like leaven, like a seed. Life restarting. And God   
inside.
