Pope’s new Encyclical “Fratelli Tutti”A short summary: Fraternity & social 
friendship are the ways to build a better, more just & peaceful world, with the 
contribution of all: people & institutions with an emphatic ‘no’ to war & to  
globalized indifference.�What are the ideals & tangible ways to build a more just 
& fraternal world in ordinary relationships, in social life, politics & institutions? 
The Encyclical aims to promote a universal aspiration toward fraternity & social 
friendship in the midst of the global health emergency that has helped demonstrate 
that “no one can face life in isolation” & that the time has truly come to “dream, 
then, as a single human family” in which we are “brothers and sisters all.” The 
document reflects on the many distortions of the contemporary era. The Pope 
sounds the alarm against a “culture of walls.” We are the herald of hope: the Good 
Samaritan, becoming neighbours to others, overcoming prejudices, personal  
interests, historic & cultural barriers particularly exhorting Christians to recognize 
Christ in the face of every excluded person. Love, sense of solidarity & of  
fraternity begin within the family, which are to be safeguarded & respected in 
their “primary & vital mission of education.” The right to live with dignity cannot 
be denied to anyone. Our hearts are open to the whole world an international col-
laboration for migration on behalf of the supportive development of all peoples. 
Better politics is one that protects work, an “essential dimension of social life.” 
The best strategy against poverty is to find a solution to all that attacks fundamen-
tal human rights eliminate human trafficking, a “source of shame for humanity,” 
& hunger, which is “criminal” because food is “an inalienable right.” Politics  
centered on human dignity & not subjected to finance is what we need. The re-
form of the U.N. the “family of nations” working for the common good, the eradi-
cation of poverty & the protection of human rights to promote the force of law. 
The miracle of  “kindness” “each of us can learn something from others. No one is 
useless & no one is expendable.” Peace is connected to truth, justice & mercy. 
Forgiveness is linked to peace: we must love everyone, without exception justice 
& remembrance, because to forgive does not mean to forget, but to renounce the 
destructive power of evil & the desire for revenge. Keep the flame of collective 
conscience alive. Respect “the sacredness of life” where today “some parts of our 
human family, it appears, can be readily sacrificed” such as the unborn, the poor, 
the disabled & the elderly. “Religions at the service of fraternity in our world.” 
Human fraternity & dialogue must be adopted. There is so much more!

Church.  The refusal of the invitation and the preoccupation with the things temporal are the acts of 
negligence to things eternal, its joy and Grace.  And the consequence of the refusal is terrible.   
Because of the refusal, we not only loose the Joy and Grace in Christ but also will suffer with  
realization of the precious opportunity we have missed.  The second parable of the Garment  

reminds us that Grace is not only a gift, it is a grave responsibility.  After the encounter with Jesus, 
one’s life cannot be same; it should be clothed with new garment of purity and goodness.
