Don't be afraid, don't be afraid, don't be afraid. Three times Jesus 
opposes fear, in this time of life-eating fear. The Master assures it, 
one stormy night: why are you afraid, do you still not have faith? 
(Mk 4.40). We are not heroes, we are believers and what we op-
pose to fear is faith. It is Jesus who today rings beautiful images of 
faith for us: not even a sparrow will fall to the ground without the 
will of the Father.  But then the sparrows fall by the will of God? Is 
it he who breaks the flight of creatures, my mother or my son? The        
Gospel does not say this, in truth it is written otherwise: not even a 

bird will fall "without the Father", outside of his presence, and not as we superficially read "without God           
willing". No one dies out of God's hands, without the Father being involved. To the point that in the crucified 
brother it is Christ who is still nailed to the same cross.  To the point that the Spirit, divine breath, weaves his 
breath with ours; and when a man cannot breathe because another man presses his knee upon his neck, it is the 
Spirit, the breath of God, that cannot breathe. God doesn't break wings, He heals them, strengthens them, 
lengthens them. And we would like to never fall, and long and safe flights.
