In community, we
need to forgive one another. It is when we do not forgive someone who has offended us that
Our Lord says to us: "O wicked servant, I forgave you all that debt because you pleaded with
me; should you not also have compassion on your fellow servant, just as I had compassion on

you?" So Jesus invites us to forgive without limit to those who offend us.
