The wedding feast evokes festivity and 
joy. The Kingdom of Heaven is sometimes described as 
the marriage supper of the Lamb. (Revelation 19:9)  A 
king offers a delicious and rich banquet for his son's 
wedding, but the guests ignore the invitation. This refers 
to the people of Israel who refused to go to the feast.  
When asked a second time, some go about their own 
business and affairs, while others seize the king's         
servants and kill them. The wedding guest who was not 
properly dressed represents those who may not have 

given a full "yes" to a vocation to holiness and, therefore, are not ready to participate in the wedding feast.
