In the Gospel reading, during Jesus' discourse at the Last Supper, He identified Himself  to His 
disciples as the “True Vine,” and all who believed in Him as the “branches” united to Him. Jesus 
used the metaphor of  the vine and its branches to emphasize the importance of  divine grace in 
uniting the life of  Christians to the glorified life of  God the Son, the Redeemer-Messiah, who is 
the source of  divine life and wisdom. For those of  us who believe in Jesus as our Lord and Savior, 
God joins us to Him in the same way that the branches of  a plant are connected to the main stem 
or trunk. If  we have faith in Jesus as our Lord and Saviour, we abide in Him, and He abides in us. 
We become sons and daughters of  God reborn by the power of  the Holy Spirit through the Sacra-
ment of  Baptism, united to Christ and to each other. As the branches draw life and grow from the 
common trunk, so our souls receive life from Christ as we grow spiritually nourished by His Word 
and by the Eucharist in the arms of  Mother Church. In the assembly of  the faithful, we share our 
love and sing hymns to praise God who dwells within us, and he will grant us “if  you are united to 
me and my teachings abide in you, ask whatever you wish and it will be granted to you”.
