- Weekly Reflection - 
Evangelizing the Heart 

With today's gospel we are told that the decisive action for our 
spiritual life lies in evangelizing the heart, in allowing the Gospel to 
fertilize our clods of hardness, our intolerances and closures, our 
dark desires and our masked idols... Jesus, master of the heart, 
interpreter of desires, places his holy hands in the deepest being 
of the person, the motor of life, and rescues our desires from its 
evil drives, i.e. from within, that is, from the heart of man comes 
evil intentions, and there follows an astonishing list of twelve evil 
things which make life impure and empty. But we cannot give 
them dominion, we cannot adopt them, we cannot let them 
come out of us, do not allow them to gallop over the prairies of 
the world because they are signs of death. Evangelizing then 
means bringing out a joyful message on the heart. The joyful 
proclamation that Jesus brings is this: it is possible for everyone to 
live better, and I know the secret of it: a free and upright heart, 
growing towards a greater love, one that is more consciousness 
and of greater freedom.

Pero no hay que darles ciudadanía, no hay que 
legitimarlas, no hay que dejar que salgan, no hay que permitir 
que galopen por las praderas del mundo, porque son signos de 
muerte. Evangelizar significa, pues, llevar al corazón a un 
mensaje alegre. El anuncio gozoso que trae Jesús es éste: que es 
posible el poder vivir mejor para todos, y yo conozco el secreto: 
un corazón libre y puesto en camino, creciendo hacia más amor, 
más conciencia, más libertad.
