- Weekly Reflection - 
Christ’s Warning 

This Sunday's readings give us a strong warning against 
jealousy, intolerance and scandal. The rich are warned 
against scandal by their denial of social justice to their 
workers, by refusing to give them a just and living wage. 
We find intolerance among the apostles of Christ, for 
those who are not apostles of Jesus, and who do good 
works and Jesus warns them that God will reward them 
and that we should detach ourselves from anything 
that makes us sin, or makes others sin, and that leads to 
spiritual death.
