- Weekly Reflection - 

The Beatitudes 
Today's Gospel passage, taken from Luke's Sermon on the 
Mount, teaches us that true happiness or beatitude lies in 
the awareness of who we are and what we are supposed 
to do. The eight beatitudes Jesus gives in Matthew, as well 
as the four in Luke, contradict the world's ideas for attaining 
happiness that were prevalent in the Jewish culture during 
Jesus' time (and in our modern society as well), according 
to which wealth, health, power, pleasure and influence 
lead to true happiness. The beatitudes are joyful news to 
strengthen our hope. 

Las bienaventuranzas 
El pasaje del Evangelio de hoy, tomado del Sermón de la 
Llanura de Lucas, nos enseña que la verdadera felicidad 
o bienaventuranza radica en la conciencia de quiénes 
somos y qué se supone que debemos hacer. Las ocho 
bienaventuranzas que Jesús da en Mateo, al igual que las 
cuatro en Lucas, contradicen las ideas que el mundo tiene 
para llegar a la felicidad que prevalecían en la cultura 
judía de la época de Jesús (y también en nuestra 
sociedad moderna), según las cuales la riqueza, la salud, 
el poder, el placer y la influencia nos llevan a la felicidad 
verdadera. Las bienaventuranzas son una alegre noticia 
para alentar nuestra esperanza. 

Le beatitudini 
Il brano evangelico di oggi, tratto dal Discorso in pianura 
di Luca, ci insegna che la vera felicità o beatitudine risiede 
nella consapevolezza di chi siamo e di cosa dobbiamo 
fare. Le otto beatitudini che Gesù dà in Matteo, così come 
le quattro in Luca, contraddicono le idee di felicità del 
mondo che erano prevalenti nella cultura ebraica del 
tempo di Gesù (e anche nella nostra società moderna), 
secondo cui ricchezza, salute, potere, piacere e influenza 
portano alla vera felicità. Le beatitudini sono notizie 
gioiose che incoraggiano la nostra speranza.
