Weekly Reflection 
 
Jesus’ Transfiguration comes after Jesus’ first prediction 
of his passion and his explanation about the cost of His 
discipleship. The voice affirms that Jesus is God’s Son 
and as Moses and Elijah represent the Law and the 
Prophets, respectively, thus, all three comprise God’s 
Word to God’s chosen people. Jesus’ Transfiguration is 
an unveiling of Jesus’ Resurrection; it is almost like a 
resurrection appearance. The three disciples are the 
real subjects of the Lord’s Transfiguration as they being 
slowly transformed in their understanding of who Jesus 
truly is; through Jesus’ passion, death and resurrection, 
their transformation will mature. As Abram was 
transformed by his faith, hope, and obedience to 
God’s plan for him, so how do we seek to be 
transformed by God’s plan for us?
