Weekly Reflection 
 
"Have faith in me" means trusting and entrusting 
ourselves completely to Jesus. He knows that, in life, 
the worst anxiety, the turmoil, comes from the feeling 
of inability, from feeling alone and without a point of 
reference in the face of what is happening. This 
anguish cannot be overcome alone. We need Jesus' 
help, and for this reason Jesus asks us to have faith in 
Him, that is, to rely not on ourselves, but on Him. 
Because liberation from turmoil comes through trust. 
Let us therefore entrust ourselves to Jesus, because this 
is liberation from turmoil. And Jesus is risen and alive 
precisely to be always at our side. Then we can say to 
Him: "Jesus, I believe that you are risen and that you 
are beside me. I believe that you listen to me. I bring to 
you what troubles me, my worries: I have faith in You 
and I entrust myself to You.
