Weekly Reflection 
 
The Gospel of John has four ‘paraclete’ passages 
(14:16, 14:26, 15:26, 16:7) where Jesus promises to send 
the Holy Spirit (Greek parakletos) to advocate and 
help those disciples who love him and keep his 
commandments. The role of the Holy Spirit is to guide, 
testify, and remind his disciples about the truth. The 
Responsorial Psalm echoes that God will never stop 
loving us and will never reject our prayers. So, we are 
called to make Christ holy in our hearts by giving 
witness in our lives through the grace of Holy Spirit and 
never stop asking the Holy Spirit to teach and remind 
us of the Way, to plead for and defend us, and to 
comfort and reassure us during difficult times.
